E.g. Geography : Use maps, atlases, globes and computer mapping to locate countries and describe features studied.

Begin the new ICT Curriculum as laid out in Staff Inset.


You will notice that each year group has 2 History objectives, 2 Geography objectives and 2 DT objectives.  This will allow time to address each unit in detail.
